1. Can we say comcode is the most powerfull (or only) way to create a page?
2. Can we show an example ?
3. I believe a comparison is very helpfull for user. For example a code in html and comcode for same use (if possible)
4. As i said in all above review, the first para here seems little too technology based language.
5. We can show an example how a comcode can be used in a page.
Syntax
1. I feel the first list incomplete, may be my ignorance, but non-technical person like me may feel same.
2. A link to the section that explained in details about table syntax, list syntax... will be more user friendly
Table Syntax
1. No explanation leads more confused. I feel we must written each line explanation and where this code should can be witten.

For technical person this may not appropriate but it is usually my doubts when reading /taking a code , where should i written, what will preceded and succeeded. 

List Syntax.

It is clear in explanation I would suggest both code and result can be showed side by side.
