How to create a Wiki+ tree ?

Following image is an sample of Wiki tree titled 'PHP' with it's child pages.

To make a wiki+ Tree as shown above, first you need to create a new Wiki Page. To do that navigate to Adminzone->content->Wiki+->Add Wiki+ Page..

In here you can add your page title, description,contents etc. Click on 'Add Wiki+ Page'  link to add the page. 

Currently this page will be added as a new orphan page, i.e it will not be yet linked to wiki+ tree. To make it as a non-orphaned page you must link this page to an already existing live page in Wiki.  In order to do that  navigate to Home->site->Wiki+ Home-> Edit Tree.

Note that when Wiki+ is installed for the first time, there will be a predefined page called Wiki+ Home, to which you can add as many pages and its child pages as you like. If you want you can rename or edit this page  by selecting edit page option under site->Wiki+ Home.
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Manage Wiki+

Wiki+ is a hierarchical database of pages and posts which is in manyways like  forum system, but
presented in an encyclopaedic style, and designed to have a deep and extensible hierarchy. Wiki+ can also
be configured to benave just like a wiki system, bylinking pages purelybyusing hypertext links. Itis a
collaborative, community:driven tool for the organisation of media and information; unlike wikis itis capable
of providing a well-organised structure, with flexible permissions 1o allow the staff complete control over
how open the system will be

Information is presented using Comcode and the Comcode atiachment system, meaning there is excellent
Supportfor fich media. Wiki+ is ideal for storing collaborativelyinteractively extended information with a high
organisational factor; the speed of which information can be added is also particularly advantageous. This
pattern works verywell for types of ad-hoc guide, especially communitydriven ones
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In Edit tree page, at the bottom end of the page there is an ID assistance tool which lists all the  currently orphaned and non orphaned pages. To add a newly created page to the live page, first select wiki+home page or any other live page from the list under which you want to link your new page as its child page, then select your new page and now you will notice that under settings box your page title will be added with new ID. Now you can click on 'save' to save the changes.

You can also create child pages, under edit tree page option by just adding as much page titles you want in settings section and click on save. This will create new child pages under the selected page with auto-generated IDs associated to it. You can edit these pages later just by selecting the edit page option under each child pages.
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To add a new post just click on add post button under the page and the post will be displayed.

In addition to fields created by default, ocPortal provides an option to create your own custom fields for both Wiki+ posts and Wiki+ pages. For this option please navigate to

Adminzone->content->Wiki+->Choose Custom 'Wiki+ Posts ' Fields / Choose Custom 'Wiki+ pages' Fields. To view the final tree created please navigate to Home->site->Wiki +->Tree.
